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Hello Rockhounds,

Jeff Edwards and | took some of our best specimens of rocks,
minerals and fossils, all found in Alabama, to display and expound upon at the
Creative Living Exhibits Building during the recent Alabama National Fair week.
We located the club’s assigned table (though not in its usual location) where we
thoughtfully and artfully arranged our collections to best reveal their beauty and
to indicate type and locations of origin. We set out our new shiny red club sign
created by Jane Barkley, our club brochures, and the flyers for our upcoming
show. Then we prepared ourselves to educate and enthrall the general public on
the joys of rock hounding generally and rock hounding with our club specifically.

As always there was a cooking competition in progress between our
position and the exit to the parking lot but unlike years past, one side of the pass
through to the exits had been roped off, to allow judging apparently. Although
annoying to passers-by | assumed this would be to our advantage as anyone
attempting to use that route to leave would be forced to backtrack, passing our
location again and giving us a second opportunity to pique their interest in our
club and hobby. Previous years had proven this to be very easy and requiring no
second chances. But as the minutes clicked by we weren’t having much luck
enticing anyone to stop, look, inquire.

The display and demonstration tables all sit within areas demarked by
white picket fences; the tables being shorter than the fence. Perhaps our fence
was obstructing the view of our treasures? So Jeff and | spent another few
minutes rearranging our beauties to better height and waited anxiously for the
crowds to gather. We waited in vain.

Paying more attention now, | began to notice a disturbing trend among
people as they passed our table. Most of them fixed us with quizzical
expressions, some with amusement, some with open distaste. On their rebound
trips (caused by the rope) any attempt by us to speak or make eye contact only
caused them to hurry past.

Now MY interest was piqued!

Morning and | would like to express our gratitude to the Montgomery Gem
and Mineral Society for sponsoring our recent trip to the William Holland School
and encourage all members to take advantage of the scholarship offer. The
instructors are top rate and the experience and knowledge gained goes a long
way towards enhancing the enjoyment of the craft you chose. The intermediate
silver class | attended was taught by Nancy English who allowed us to “do our
own thing" after completing a couple of class projects. Nancy is very helpful with
techniques and tips that you just don't learn own your own. The atmosphere in
class was relaxed and you can proceed at your own pace according to your skill
level. Some of the works completed by fellow class members were truly amazing.
Morning attended the fused glass taught by Addy Depietro. With just three
students and no waiting on a kiln Morning was really able to let those creative
juices flow.(oh my aching checkbook !') Morning’s work will be on display in her
showcase at the December show. (no preview, sorry). She said that a workshop
on fused glass at our house was something she would like to try in the upcoming
year if Frank will allow the use of his kiln.

Wednesday class is out at noon and you can scout around as you like.
Morning and | traveled to Franklin, NC via the Nantahala National Forest and the
scenery was spectacular. The road was framed by vivid colors and mountain
vistas that changed at every turn. Once in Franklin we visited the Ruby City rock
shop which is worth the trip just to see the museum display which was started by
the current owner’s grandfather.
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Some of the highlights include a 385 Ib corundum crystal (sapphire) from
the nearby Cowee valley, massive slabs of rhodocrosite from Argentina, and a
giant root ball and stump of petrified palm wood from the Texas Louisiana border.
On the way back we happened to see a sign advertising an art glass studio and
decided to visit. After following a narrow winding road for approximately 2 miles
we came upon what appeared to be a private residence nestled in the hills. After
almost turning around and leaving we noticed the glow from a large kiln thru the
downstairs window. When we entered David Goldhagan was hard at work
blowing a colorful glass vase and it was truly fascinating to watch the whole
process from 10 feet away. When he finished David answered our questions and
gave us and another couple a "tour" of his workshop and some of his works in
progress. When asked how much propane he used per month his response was
“less than McDonalds”.

This is a do not miss if you are in the Young Harris area. Another area of
interest for those looking for a little exercise is the Lake Chatuga State Park. It is
about a 10 minute drive from the school and features a paved trail through the
woods and over an earthen dam. A round trip on the path is approximately 3
miles.
